the Pandemic (Goldhaber, Kane, McEachin ,Morton,
Patterson, and Staiger (May, 2022)
o High poverty schools were in remote instruction for 5.5
more weeks than low poverty schools.

« Showed greater student growth decline for all groups, but
especially for students in high poverty schools.

- Supplemental recovery programs (high dose tutoring) were
not likely to make up for learning loss in schools they
remained in remote instruction longer.
